K16 Bridge Data Pipeline

    On March 4 at 8:50 am the first digital pipeline that we know of between a community college and a K-12 institution successfully linked up. Victor Valley College and The Lewis Center for Educational Research have opened the portal and are ready to begin pushing matriculation data.  The data will be collected at the Lewis Center and moved between institutions. This will now allow us to track Bridge students, provide career assessment data, fully automate matriculation, create verified matriculation check lists for students, enhance our cohort projects, create preliminary college transcripts (A.P. and EAP scores pushed automatically into college accounts), digitize preliminary education plans, support new remediation programs, and begin gathering data for alignment purposes. 
For College Adopting the K16B Data Pipeline

Phase 1:

- Lewis Center and participating colleges IT department set up pipeline.

- Creation of customized electronic education plan for college

- Create electronic matriculation check list for students

- Create electronic matriculation completion report for students, secondary


schools, and community college.

Phase 2:
- Connect participating secondary feeder schools data systems to pipeline.
- Create pre-college transcript for high school students populated from 
        secondary data system (AP scores, GPA, etc.).  Information to

        be pushed to college upon completion of college application. 
- Enhance electronic education plan with pre-populated fields (college 


placement scores, career assessment information, Advanced

placement scores, high school math and English course grades).

- Implement Student Online Remediation Program with retest option.

- Create customized electronic college report card to be populated with


data collected through pipeline (required 2014 SB 1456).
