Certification of Eligibility to Receive 2013-14 Noncredit Student Success and 


Support Program (formerly Noncredit Matriculation) Funds

This memorandum is to notify districts/colleges of the requirement to complete the attached certification form indicating whether the district/college currently administers a noncredit Student Success and Support Program (SSSP).  To ensure an accurate accounting of districts/colleges that still offer noncredit programs, all districts/colleges are asked to complete the form.  This information will be used to determine which colleges are eligible to receive an allocation of the $9,381,000 in noncredit SSSP funding appropriated in the 2013-14 state budget.

Background: Since 1997-98, a separate appropriation has been made in the state budget each year for noncredit matriculation services.  Historically, districts/colleges with noncredit programs had to complete an application and annual certification in order to receive noncredit matriculation funding.  However, the certification process was suspended when matriculation program funding became subject to categorical flexibility in 2008-09.

Noncredit Student Success and Support Program Funding: Beginning with the 2013-14 fiscal year, SSSP funds are no longer subject to categorical flexibility. As such, each district/college will need to certify that it has an existing noncredit program in place in order to receive noncredit SSSP funding.  The 2013-14 noncredit SSSP allocations will be calculated using the 2008-09 formula, which consists of noncredit student headcount data reported by colleges.  Allocations are calculated by college and are transmitted to districts through the annual apportionments process. 

Districts/colleges that previously administered noncredit programs will be provided 95 percent of their 2012-13 allocation in the 2013-14 Advance Apportionment. Districts/colleges that receive such funds but no longer administer a noncredit program will have the noncredit allocation reversed in the First Principal Apportionment.  

Funding Criteria: Colleges may offer SSSP services to students enrolled in the following noncredit categories:  Elementary and Secondary Basic Skills; English as a Second Language; Education Programs for Students with Substantial Disabilities; Immigrant Education; Health and Safety; Education Programs for Older Adults; Home Economics/Family and Consumer Services; Parenting; Short-Term Vocational/Career Technical; and Workforce Preparation.

Districts receiving an allocation to serve noncredit students are required to expend a minimum of 90 percent to provide direct services to students enrolled in the noncredit courses listed above.  Districts receiving these allocations are also required to provide a one-to-one match for each categorical dollar with district funds and will be required to submit separate noncredit program and budget plans for 2014-15 to receive continued funding.  Funding guidelines on allowable expenditures and match will be forthcoming.
